COURSE DESCRIPTION: 
Language Skills 10B is a required course for all tenth grade students. The focus is Critical Response and Stance, and concentration is placed on persuasive and expository writing, vocabulary building, grammar usage, and literature exploration through short stories, drama, novel, and memoir. Themes for 10B are “Dreams and Reality” and “Recognizing the Abuse of Power by Society.” Cooperative work and oral communication will be exercised through class discussion and presentations. Students are expected to complete an I-Search paper. Failure to complete the paper will result in the failure of one quarter. The topic will be shared at a later date. 

COURSE REQUIREMENTS: For successful completion of the course, students are expected to participate and contribute to our learning atmosphere, attend regularly, be on time, and achieve a minimum of 60% on assignment assessments. 

METHOD OF GRADING: Grading is based on a point system. Your marking period grade will be calculated by adding your total accumulated points and dividing them by the total possible points. The table below will be used to change percentages to grades:

The final grade for this class is based on three sections. The final exam will count for 20% of the final grade, and each marking period will count for 40% of the final grade. You must pass 2 out of 3 grades. 

Homework will be credited in a number of ways. I may check for completeness during class, ask questions to test your preparation, collect it at the beginning of the hour, or give pop quizzes. I highly recommend that you save all graded papers in a folder until marking period grades are posted and the final exam is complete.  
LATE AND MAKE-UP WORK 
You can’t fully understand and learn if you do not put effort into studying at home and coming to class prepared. In addition, a lack of preparation on your part slows the pace at which the entire class can learn. Other students have to wait for the unprepared to figure out what they are already prepared to share. Therefore, daily homework is due at the beginning of the hour. Missing daily homework assignments will receive a zero, and assignments that are a day late will receive 80%, and any two days late will receive 60%. It is your responsibility to come to me to find out what you missed on days you are absent. If you are absent on the day of an announced quiz or test, you will be expected to take it the day you return. 

Suspension Policy: In-school suspensions do not excuse you from any work that is due. Assignments must be turned in at the beginning or end of the school day. If you have an out-of- school suspension, you must check my website or email me to get your work.
